EDUCATION DEPARTMENT COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

EDU 100 Reading and Study Skillgl credits

This course is designed to help students utilieg #tnowledge of language and their
past experiences as aids to the comprehensiorle§edextbooks. Students will be
expected to develop flexible purposes for readamglyze relationships between ideas,
develop test taking and study skills, and increhse chances for the successful
completion of a university curriculum.

EDU 101 Critical Reading Skills3 credits

The course is designed to develop the studentlgyabicritically analyze and evaluate
what he or she reads as well as to provide a firdetstanding of the reading process.
The student will be required to independently d&thla mature purpose for reading
and will be trained in the detection and refutatidra wide variety of logical errors in
the writing and speech of others.

EDU 102 Oral Communications3 credits
The course is designed to improve the studentigyaio communicate orally using
Standard English.

EDU 201 Introduction to Education 3 credits

This course includes an overview of the aims, amgdion and procedures to provide a
systematic view of the whole field. Informationpiovided regarding the opportunities
and requirements in education as a professioncdtese also includes information
pertaining to the philosophy and history of edummatnd contains material designed for
the general education of all students and profaasiarientation for prospective
teachers. This is a course often open to all stsd€n requisite: Eng 102, Edu 101.

EDU 202 Educational Psychology credits

This course is designed to provide students wittbeough understanding of the human
learning process and how learning is affected gqmlity, language, intelligence and
values. The role of the teacher and/or parent iraecing learning will be explored in
detail as well as the effect of learning theorieslassroom practice and procedures.
The course will also provide students with practicghe construction, administration,
and evaluation of classroom tests and the analysest resultsPrerequisite: Edu

201.

EDU 203 The Education and Psychology of the Exceptial Child 3 credits

Students will be presented with an overview ofdheent theories, major issues, and
educational services for exceptional children. Tiwdlyhave an opportunity to examine
and assess various educational settings. Thewlsdl become familiar with various
instructional techniques for exceptional childrErerequisite: Edu 201.

EDU 204 Creative Arts in Elementary Classroon8 credits

This course is designed to prepare the pre-seelrrentary school teacher to be facile
with art, music and movement in the elementarysctasm setting. Fieldwork is
provided in this course, which is open to Sophomodaniors and SeniorGo

EDU 205 Speech for Education Majors3 credits

This course will provide an opportunity for Educatimajors to improve the oral
language skills they will need in the context al@assroom settingCo requisite: Edu
201.

EDU 206 Foundations in Special Educatio credits

Foundations of Special Education introduce studenbasic facts and educational
strategies for working with mentally retarded, feag disabled, emotionally and
physically disabled students and gifted studentisriéf history of special education
programs will be included. Inclusion strategies #m&Americans with Disabilities Act
will be discussed. Students will receive an esaémtiroduction and understanding of
the purpose and goals of special education progfarasequisite: Edu 201.

EDU 207 Sophomore Field Experiencé credit

Students majoring in Education are required to detea one-credit field experience,
which includes twenty hours of on-site observatarticipation in non-teaching duties
and completion of a unit, which they will teach tbe class. Students will meet to
discuss and share their experiences, discuss dlcequres, academic assignments and
completed and signed forms necessary for finaluatin from their cooperating
teacher to the field placement coordinaRverequisite: Edu 201.

EDU 212 The Preschool Child credits

The course is designed to help students develonderstanding of the behavior of the
preschool child. It will focus on cognitive devefopnt, theories of language
acquisition and the relationship between languageiaition and mental development.
Attention will also be given to the practical emnmental dimensions of the day care
center as they affect the learning of the preschbitdl. Opportunities for observation
of preschool children will be provideBrerequisite: Edu 201.

EDU 300 Curriculum Methods and Materials in Early Childhood Education 3

Curriculum Methods and Assessments in Early Chiddh&ducation gives an
examination of early childhood education methodgplagth emphasis on the
implementation of integrated curriculum which deys young children's ability to
construct knowledge regarding language and writimgthematics, science and inquiry,
aesthetic expression and awareness, and socigrangd dynamics. It also explores the
creation and management of learning environmeatsatmphasize play, active
manipulation of concrete materials, child choicd dacision-making, exploration of
the environment, and interaction with others.

EDU 302 Methods in Secondary Educatiof® credits

EDU 303 Reading in the Content Ared credits

process and the role that reading plays in theldpueent of languagdrequires
department approval.

EDU 305 Educational Technolog)s credits

This course is designed to provide opportunitiestadents to learn about current
audiovisual technology, media, and methods foruesibnal or commercial use. Both
classroom and hands-on instruction in educatiopgli@ations of the technologies are
included. The course will meet two hours a weektaduce topics and/or
instructional materials. A laboratory session dfatt two hours per week will be
required for students to practice and apply whey thave learned in class and in the
required reading?rerequisite: Edu 201.

EDU 307 Junior Field Experiencel credit

Students majoring in Education are required to detea one-credit field experience,
which includes twenty hours on on-site observatpatticipation in non-teaching
duties and completion of a unit, which they wike¢# for the class. Students will meet
to discuss the duties, the academic assignmentxtmplete and to hand in the final
evaluation from their cooperating teacher to tled&fplacement coordinatdrRequires
departmental approval.

EDU 310 Methods: Language Arts3 credits

This course is designed to provide students witbgportunity to plan and implement
instructional strategies in the Language Arts.rirttonal methodologies and activities
will be provided from which students can plan awdleate their lessons. The students
will be provided with an opportunity to teach in @ementary classroom in a local
school. Edu 310 istaught in conjunction with Edu 312.

EDU 311 Methods: Science and Social Studi8<redits

This course is designed to provide students wighntiitural and social science concepts
that are taught in the Early Childhood and Elenmgntiassroom settings as well as the
various teaching methodologies for the teachintpe$e concepts. Students will
develop lessons in the content areas and haveg@tanity for the evaluation of these
lessonsPrerequisite: Edu 201, Edu 202, department approval.

EDU 312 Methods: Mathematics3 credits

This course is designed to provide students wightiélaching methodologies for the
mathematical concepts developed in the Early Cbiddhand Elementary School
settings. The foundation for this course contetitéstheory of children's cognitive
development, which is taught, in lower level EdumatoursesEDU 312 istaught in
conjunction with Edu 310.

EDU 313 Literature for Children and Adolescents3 credits

EDU 320 Survival in the Testing and Assessment Wat3 credits

in academic settings and to assist the studemtsproving their scores on standardized
tests through increased awareness of test-takiatpgtes and critical thinking. The
sociological, psychological, and educational imgiiens of training students in the
various techniques of test taking are emphasizled.cburse will also emphasize how
students' attitude toward test taking affects thbility to achieve a higher score on
tests. Students will be provided the opportunitapply techniques across disciplines
using simulated and computer materiaRequires department approval.

EDU 325 Curriculum and Assessment Strategies in Spal Education 3 credits

This course will present a variety of teachingtsigges and educational materials
designed to meet the individual needs of the legrdisabled. It will concentrate on
academic, language and perceptual motor programelaas curriculum development
for the educational environment. This course at®n$es on experiences in testing
children, writing prescriptions, and developing eational evaluations. It will include
the study of tests used for psychological and etthutal assessment and the translation
and interpretation of those data into remedial plan different types of handicapped
children.Prerequisite: Edu 201, Edu 206, department approval.

EDU 326 Teaching Special Education in the SecondaBducation Classroom3
credits

This course will instruct learners in methods &adhing Special Education students
mainstreamed at the secondary level (Grades 9Fh&y.course will teach adaptations
for instruction, managing classroom behavior, cowtihg the learning environment,
using computers and other learning equipment alsasedonstructing Individual
Education Plans for a variety of disabilities. Ugfaculty and agency team
collaboration will be discussed. Use of non-disdlgeers to facilitate positive
interaction with special education students wiloabe discussed. Developing the
learning strengths of special education studentdeiemphasizedrerequisite: Edu
201, Edu 206, department approval.

EDU 327 Teaching Students with Physical Disabilit®3 credits

The purpose of this course is to provide speciatation teachers with information
regarding the types, therapies and specially dedigmerventions to be used in
providing an appropriate education for students Wéne varied neuromuscular
conditions. The role of parents, professional thista and educators in collaborating to
diagnose, prescribe and nurture the student witlibeussed as will teaching peers to
interact appropriately with the student who is Hisd. Prerequisite: Edu 201, 206,
department approval.

EDU 330 Effective Classroom Management Strategiescredits

This course incorporates current research on tret effiective strategies for improving
classroom discipline, motivation, interpersonahtieinships and academic
performance.

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that influence perceptions about classroom managemed to factors that may help
facilitate mainstreaming effortBrerequisite: Edu 201, department approval.

EDU- 401 Student Teachindl2 credits

EDU 420 Research Seminar for Education Major$ credits

Childhood, Elementary, Special Education and Seagnehajors to shadow a Professor in
their area or field of interest. The junior intésirequired to complete two hours a week for an
entire semester. All juniors in the Education Dépant at Lincoln University are assigned at
the onset of the semester by the Internship Coatdliirio an Education Professor to shadow.
The Professor monitors the intern and at the cemmtuof the internship evaluates the intern.
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The Junior Internship Program is designed to peeahdidates a work experience where
students learn about the teaching profession bgreiogy and working throughout the semester
as a shadow to a competent educator. It is a teangarmpaid exposure to the career field of
education. Students witness firsthand the workrenment, employability and occupational
skills in practice, the value of professional traghand potential career options. Job shadowing
is another way to gain knowledge and experienceipéng to the field of education.

The Junior Internship Program (JIP) is designedntoease career awareness, help model
behavior through examples and reinforce the linkwben classroom learning and work
requirements. Its purpose is also to gather inftomaabout specific tasks by observing
professional educators in their places of businH&sallows students to view actual work/tasks
being performed on a regular basis to assist timethd career decision-making process. This
experience allows candidates to see whether ortheyt would enjoy the job or one very
similar.

Instructional | (Provisional) certificate is valid for six year$ teaching in the area for which it is
endorsed. It is issued to applicants who:

e possess a baccalaureate degree

» successfully complete a PDE approved teachericattdn program
certification program,

e submit scores on the PRAXIS that meet the cutdffest in place at the time of
application for certification

» are recommended for certification by the collegerversity.

Instructional || (Permanent) certification is applied for upon cdetipn of three full contractual years
of teaching on an Instructional | certificate atested to by the chief school administrator of an
approved school district and acquisition of 24 Pajfproved post-baccalaureate credits.

In addition, professional personnel who receiver tfiest Instructional | certificate after June 1987
must, after obtaining their Instructional Il ceidéte, obtain 6 credit hours in PDE-approved irviser
Education courses, collegiate studies, or studiesother degree-granting institutions (or any
combination thereof) every 5 years.

Upon awarding of the degree the graduate mustagtjlly for certification by securing an application

for certification from the Lincoln University Edutten Department, completing it and submitting it to

the department for review and approval of the ChaEducation, who is a faculty member within the

department. The Certifying Officer then submits #pplication to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
Department of Education. Certification is usuggnted within two months of application to PDE.
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
