I. PRESIDENT’S REMARKS, Dr. Richard Green

honorary doctorate degrees.

Budget —The $14 million dollar budget for Lincoln University has been approved. We traveled to
Harrisburg to talk to legislators and remind them of all the things we are doing. We shared with them
that our enrollment is increasing and shared other facts that we wanted them to know. They shared with
us to keep asking since we are unsure of what our next year’s budget will be.
