T h e f o l l o w i n g clay was another s tory a l toge ther , f o r there we r e m o r e g r een Freshmen, and at 

three o c ock every " d o g " , as w e we r e called, was cal led out to meet the a f t e rnoon train. In s ing le 
!j '?y ; s l « w l y down the dusty road, trod a handful of F r e shmen to the stat ion to meet " the immorta l 

(>ods (Sophs ) and upper c lassmen and be of w h a t serv ice we poss ib ly could. 
T h e re turn trip was a d i f f e rent story, f o r the number of F r e shmen had increased to about f i f ty , 

and those who had jus t come were l ikewise ordered to jo in our ranks and assist in bear ing the lug-
gag e of the Sophs and upper c lassmen to the dormi to r i es . T h a t f irst n ight is one Lo be long r e m e m -
bered, par t i cu lar ly so far as the class of '29 is concerned. 

T h e f o l l o w i n g day be f o r e lunch found a l ine of about seventy - f i ve ardent, anxious and green 
r reshmen with express ions on their f aces that wou ld suit the occas ion f o r 3G5 days in -the year A 
he terogeneous group, all w i th good intent ions, but as to what it was all about was unknown . ' i n those 
days haz ing was si ill qui te preva lent and many a n ight of unrest was spent bv this unorganized 
g roup ol F r eshmen . 

A s t ime went on laces became more f am i l i a r and we began to know one another more int imate ly .

T h a n k s g i v i n g and Chr is tmas hast i ly breezed by and there we we r e about to enter our f irst co l -
lege examinat ions . Such d i g g ing and studying was prev ious ly unknown. 

Despi te the many threats that were thrown at us in r egards to see ing the " g r a s s g r o w g r e e n " 
the ent ire class surv ived success fu l ly , someth ing that had not happened f o r many years on this 
campus. 

A f t e r many days of anxious wa i t ing the marks were d is t r ibuted and Senor Jason, the quiet, mod -
est and studious lad f r o m P o r t o Rico, led the ranks. 

Much to our surpr ise our c lass enro l lment w a s increased and so with the beg inn ing of the second 
semester came Carro l X. Ho lmes , f r o m P i t t sburg , the Mitchel l brothers, Frank and Corey, f r om Ph i l -
adelphia, L a n g s t o n Hughes, the nat ional ly and internat iona l ly , f amous boy poet, and a f e w others.

Each must choose his own field and I trust 
that-each man wi l l g o f o r w a r d into l i f e w i th the same idea that lias preva i led wh i l e we have lived here 
toge ther and then when our ten years are up we can all re turn to our "dea r old o range and b lue " 
and ce lebrate our tirsL reunion of the Glass of '29.

HISTORY OF T H E CLASS OF '32 

T A I i O M September 14 lo September 22, 1928, which was Freshman Week at Lincoln Universi ly a 
t 1 group total l ing 105 young men. all new lo lhe modes ol' co l lege l i fe, arrived at the campus 

l rom practical ly all parls of the t in t ed States. Some were immediately given permanent 
quarters, while others were placed temporar i ly in Fnivers i tv Hall. During that tirst week 

the young men adjusted themselves to campus l i fe, formed new fr iendships and became imbued with 
the Lincoln spirit (the Sophomores saw to I ha t ) . Thus the Freshman ship was launched on ils lirsl 
voyage. 

On October 17, 1928, a f ter the class had become more or less acquainted, it mel in the chapel to 
elect a set ol temporary olllccrs. As a result. Wood land F. Hall was chosen President; • Van Bur-
en Luke, V ice-Pres ident ; Albert T i l l ery , Secretary; and Thomas Rodgers, Treasurer . Later when 
permanent elections were made, these officers retained their positions, wil l i the exception of Luke 
whose place was taken by Charles A. Preston. Further elections were made as fo l lows- Thomas l e d -
gers and C. Smith, In l ra-mural Council representat ive ; Van Buren Luke, Class Editor- and Ray-
mond Hatcher, Student Council representat ive. ' 

Fool ball season saw several members of lhe Freshman Class doing their bit for their Alma Mater 
among whom, Mutton, "Spank " Smith, " A r c h i e " Crosson, Lowe and Roberts plaved a lai-ge pari : 

Hut ton and Smith making their letters . • ' 

December 8 was a red- le t ler day on the Freshman calendar, for if was then that Captain Glover 
amid a great deal of cheering, led the Freshman footbal l learn to a 0-0 v ictory over the Sophomores 
in a hard gr id - i ron battle. 

Then came January, and with it lhe first great storm in the vovage of the Freshman ship the 
mid-years ; a storm which, unfortunatelyf washed away a few members of lhe class, but which in the 
end, le f t the staunch ship unshaken to continue ils voyage . 

Again the Freshman turned fl ieir thoughts lo athletics and organized a basketball team consist-
ing ol Ridley, Lloyd, B. E. Wi l l i ams , Watson , C lover and M. A. Preston, who, under the leadership of 
Captain Ridley, took everything before it and won the Intra-mural basketball championship. 

On the night of February 15. 1929, the Freshmen again won another v ic tory over the Sopho-
mores, Ibis. Lime through the merits of our debating team, made up of Frank I!.' Brown, Van Buren 
Luke, and Clarence M. Mitchell . By virtue of Ibis v ictory, the Freshmen were presented a si lver lov-
ing cup, which wil l be theirs for a year. Colder Brown is another Freshman who has dist inguished 
lnmsel l and brought honor lo his class by the fact thai he has made the Varsity debating leam. 

Now as the year draws to a close, and the tirst voyage of lhe Ship of '32 is Hearing port there is 
a long line ol loaming breakers, which means there are rocks ahead, at Lhe entrance of the harbor 
Bil l the sturdy sai lors aboard ship have learned their lessons in the lirsl s lorm and Ibis l ime lliev 
will sa fe ly guide their c ra f t over Lhe rocks of the final exams, without I lie loss of a single man.

It seems that a l ong with the call f o r f oo t -ba l l candidates, issued late in the summer by Coach 
Morr ison, came also the call f r o m old man Jinx, f o r he remained with us the ent ire season. He 
seemed to hang t ighter to " D o c ' s " shoulders than the old man of the sea did to Sinbad the Sai lor . 

Under the tute lage o f Morr ison, Myers andWa l l s , the boys trained hard and showed a g r ea t deal 
ol pep and enthusiasm. F r o m all indicat ions we were g o ing to have a bang -up season and hopes 
were runn ing high. Captain Julie Mart in looked like a sure bet, running the ball w i th the snap and 
v i g o r of the old Jul ie of the '26 season when he ran through Tuskegee ' s team wi thout any in t e r f e r -
ence. Several new men showed up very we l l . 

T o g i ve our hopes that final skyward boost we held the m igh ty A & T team, last year ' s champions, 
a i o rmidab le a g g r e g a t i o n of corn-husk ies and f a rmers , to a score less tie. Hav ing stopped the horr ib le 
Horse Lane and his cohorts surely the other teams, including Howard, would be 110 trouble at all. Then 
th ings began to happen. Jul ie 's knee went bad on him aga in and we lost to Union. Shaw, usual ly 110 
oppos i t ion at all, put up a batt le that wor r i ed the boys no l i i t le b i t ; however , we took them into 
camp f o r our only win of the season. 

In rapid success ion we succumbed to Seminary , Hampton and Morgan . Fa te and hard- luck 
were r id ing us hard and mak ing us like it. Senator Hill came in f o r his share of tough breaks by g e t -
t ing his leg smashed in the V i rg in ia State g a m e which we managed to lose also. 

About this t ime Coach Mor r i son was badly misunders tood and was dismissed, wh i l e Myers was 
promoted as head-coach. He knew footbal l and in my es t imat ion could have turned out a good team 
but 1 le lacked one charac t e r i s t i c—the abi l i ty to handle men. T h e ent ire fau l t was not to be placed 011 
him, f o r had the men co -opera ted and pul led f o r one as much as the other, there would have been 
a d i f f e rent s tory to tell. T h e dissent ion and lack of interest in the team's p lay ing was f lagrant ly ob-
v ious. 

T h e T h a n k s g i v i n g day c lassic went to Howard f o r the third t ime in as many years . T h e l ine -men 
f ough t like demons and in that one g a m e real ly g a v e their al l . T h e B isons ' advance through our van-
guard was neg l i g ib le . W e ou t - ga ined them in that branch of attack, hut they came by air and our de-
fence aga ins t this f o r m of attack was crude to the extent of be ing ludicrous. So the poores t season 
in loo t -ba l l L inco ln has known came to a c lose. As the sombre shades of n ight fe l l , the l engthen ing 
shadows gathered around that g roup of L inco ln men as they stood in the centre of the Howard Sta-
dium, their t ear -s ta ined faces turned heavenward, de feated and broken in body, but not in spir i t , and 
as they sang the last so lemn note of the A lma Mater the s i gh ing breeze that wai led around us, in the 
st i l lness that fo l lowed, the very s i lence that had descended like a mant le , was broken by an ironical , 
mock ing laugh, that f loated to us on the breast of the Zephy r -—"The Fates were mock ing us in our 
m i s e r y . " 

BASKET-BALL 
In direct contrast to f l ic gr id schedule season, L inco ln en joyed a success fu l schedule on the court. 

Coached by Ted W a l l s , the quintet te took every team into camp except Morgan and Hamilton. Games 
were dropped to V i rg in ia State and Howard, but the boys wh i t e -washed them at later s tages in the 
season. 

A v e r y was the wonderman of the Orange and Blue F i ve . T h e tall lad f r om Nyack gave . s co r e r s 
the heeb ie - j eeb ies cha lk ing up points as he made basket a f t e r basket. Ho was high scorer and our 
a i l - Amer i c an select ion. 

Sydnor had a good t ime taking the ball away f r o m theo f l ier guy just as he fe l t sure that he had 
two points sewed-up. " S t r e t c h " ran A v e r y a c lose race for the high point honors. A l i tt le ankle 
trouble forced him out f o r a part of the season. Captain Wh i t t i ng t on , Mac Wea the r l e ss , Anderson, 
and Hawkins were contestants and in rare f o r m . 

In the C. I. A . A. we f inished in third place, be ing separated f r o m the w inner by a scant marg in . 

BASEBALL 
Fo l l owe rs of the nat ional pas t ime can see T ed W a l l s dr i l l ing his candidates into shape as the 

t ime f o r opening games fast approaches . A sti f f tentat ive schedule is expected to be played. 
Capt. Dick T emp l e ' s serv ices were cer ta in ly missed wh i l e lie was undergo ing an operat ion ear ly 

in the Spr ing . However , with the consistent ve te rans of last year and the in jec t ion of men like 
Smith, Jackson, and Young , our team looks l ike a good bet in the C. I. A. A. pennant race. Jerry 
Harmon, Hall, Mosely and Young compose a f o rm idab l e array of p i tchers, and such catchers as LaMar , 
Johnson and Charleston, our batter ies are of no mean note. 

T h e infield is just about a i r - t i ght and as long as the opponents hit them there every th ing is 
ake. T h e garden tenders are good 011 the de fence but rather weak 011 the w i l l ow. T o comple te ly 
jo lster up our team's stock, we need some s t i ck -men .

T o I,hose who do not have to work, 

whose every wish has been granted, 
and for whom sin s have risen in g lory 
and set in splendor, the world is a 
pretty good old place lo live in. Those 
whose existence has been lhe very op-
posite, for whom the doors of want and 
hunger opened early in l i fe, and who 
have been rebuffed so o f ten by those 
Who could have done them wor lds of 
good, hold, however, a decidedly d i f -
ferent v iew of the world. 

The latter are the ones who found 
ou* early in l i fe that l i fe is the only 
thing that is real ly g iven us, that for 
everything else we must strive, and 
not mere ly strive, but light, be fore 
someone with a longer reach and a 
greater wi l l ingness to fight, snatches 
before our very eyes, I lie ti l ings we 
would like to have. 

Every man owes something lo the 
w o r l d — a natural and reasonable debt 
which can be discharged liesl only by 
exertion.

As Wes l e y walked along there came 
f rom somewhere all at once a sudden 
chirp, fo l lowed by a f lapping of wings, 
and as he looked lie saw a tiny spar-
row trying to bury itself within the 
muffler which lie was wear ing around 
his neck. Wes l e y did not drive if away, 
but tucked if safe ly away beneath his 
coat and carr ied it home, let it get 
warm and then freed it. As be sat by 
the live coals of his tire that evening, 
the words of that immorta l song 
came to him. "Jesus Lover of My Soul. 
Let me to Thy Bosom F ly . " The point 
which 1 want to stress is this, that we 
must be awake and alert at all times, 
f o r the many things that arise. The 

oIlicers of a ship keep watch, not only 
at night, but during I lie quiet calm of 
noon-t ide as well . From every little 
incident we should be able to glean 
some lesson, and in our p i l g r image 
through l i fe we should learn (/• keep 
open our eyes not only in prosperity, 
but in adversity as wel l . 

The world be fore you l i es—take 
f rom if what you w i l l ! Hut Ah! There ' s 
I lie rub! How many of us know just 
what to take? If man alone were a l -
lowed to make his choice, it might be 
wise, but very of ten a veiled lady 
comes along who chooses for him.

T H E OLD ESSAYISTS AND T H E I R 
WORKS 

One Cold, g l o o m y w inte r ' s day I 
went into my study to fini.sli the work 
of read ing which I had begun some 
months be fore . A br i gh t f ire blazed in 
the f i re -p lace , eve ry th ing was cozy 
and conducive to study. 1 g lanced at 
my desk wh i l e contempla t ing which 
author should enterta in me. L y ing 
where I had dropped them, as I f in ish-
ed with them, were va r i ous vo lumes of 
essays. W r i t t e n by those immor ta l au-
thors : Monta igne , Bacon, John Brown, 
Addison, Steele, Go ldsmith, Lamb , 
Pope, Hazl i t t , Co ler idge and many o th-
ers. As 1 looked f r o m one to the other 
of these vo lumes a d i f f e rent picture 
arose aga inst the f l i cker ing back-
ground of the f i re and the shadows 
cast upon the wa l l s . T h e word, essay, 
fi l led my unsett led thoughts , adding 
its quiet ing , sooth ing , se t t l ing touch 
and con jur ing a p ic ture of the f i rs t ; 
tiie f a ther o f the essay, Manta igue . 

Monta igue says that : " h i s sole ob-
jec t is to leave f o r his f r i ends and 
re lat ives a mental por t ra i t of h imsel f , 
de fec ts and a l l ; '^e cares neither f o r 
uti l i ty nor for f a m e . " A s tory is told 
of how he began Ibis f o r m of l i terary 
work, but why, his b iog raphers a lone 
seem to know. "D i g r e s s i ons are so 
constant in his essays that they have 
the appearance of be ing w i l fu l . T h e 
tit les are of a d iverse character whose 
real mean ing o f t en have no bear ing 
upon the substance of the essay. 
W h a t e v e r the fau l t of his works all 
cr i t ics ag ree that Monta igue has g i v -
en to the wor ld a power fu l , l imit less, 
and unr iva l led f o r m of l i terature . 

Dur ing these re f lect ions I had drawn 
up my chair to the desk and begun to 
look ' over the books, intending to 
choose one f o r read ing . On my r ight , 
near the edge of the desk, a lmost 
ready to fa l l of f , was one of Macau-
ley's br i l l iant essays on Mi l ton. 1 saw, 
as in a dream, a wonde r fu l man, said 
to be an Eng l i sh histor ian, a po l i t i c ian 
and an essayist . I f e l t aga in the gr ip 
of interest . 1 saw aga in the panorama 
of p ictures drawn by his words . F r o m 

his d iscours ive style one would say 
that lie must have been a br i l l iant 
conversat iona l is t , this, his b i o g raph -
ers say, is true. But I had read this, 
so I looked to another . 

The r e was one vo lume which seem-
ed to possess someth ing odd enough 
lo a t t ract the rov ing eye. T h e oddness 
or indiv idual i ty of this book belied its 
author, Bacon. W h o can say that Ba-
con did not possess a " qua in t or ig ina l 
style, fu l l of w i t t i c i sm and a l l u s i on? " 
T h e matter 'of Bacon ' s essays ' was 
f ami l i a r and prac t i ca l ; the thoughts 
we r e we i gh ty and just , hidden beneath 
the outer cover ing of mora l i t y so f a -
mi l ia r in his essay. Bacon, the man, 
an Eng l i sh phi losopher , a s tatesman, 
who fai led, was l e f t only l i terature in 
which to express his thoughts, his 
natural turn was to the essay, thus 
leav ing to poster i ty the greates t there 
was in h imse l f . 

L ea v ing Bacon, I picked up another 
book and opening the pases wi thout 
look ing to the tit le, I saw a topic, 
" G o o d T e m p e r " . Th i s at once r emind-
ed me of Steele and as one cannot 
think of Steele w i thout Addison c o m -
ing in f o r his share of thought, I na-
tural ly l inked the two together . In 
do ing so I r emembered that Steele* 
c la imed that " A d d i s o n " , his dear 
f r iend, " w a s g rea te r than he. " Th i s 
perhaps is true in that Addison pos-
sessed the grea t g i f t of genius, but. 
F m incl ined to ag ree with the b i og ra -
phers that " o n e is the complement of 
the o the r . " 

Ano ther book revealed to me a mas -
ter of express ion, a genius, a g rea t 
art ist . I had read his " D r e a m Chi ld-
r en . " So real was the p icture depicted 
that I heard the pat te r ing of the l i t -
tle f ee t ; the musica l echoes of the 
voices, and when he awoke, I bel ieved 
that 1 too had been dreaming . L a m b 
was an Eng l i sh essayist and cr i t ic . 
His works are " exqu is i t e l y ref ined, 
humorous, genuine and cord ia l . " 
T h r o u g h o u t his essay runs " a vein of 
p leasantry and heart touching pathos, 
wit l i g r ea t del icacy and tenderness . " 
Indeed, lie is among the great , classed 

with Monta igue, Sir T h o m a s Browne , 
Steele, and Addison 

" James the D o o r k e e p e r " gave me a 
v iew of John Brown, the Scottish phy-
sician and author who "be l i eved that 
an author should publ ish noth ing un-
less he had someth ing to say, and had 
done his best to say it r i gh t . " Th i s 
essay was fi l led with humour and ten-
derness, be ing in part a character 
sketch and part a preachment . 

I could not find upon my desk the 
author I wanted, so I went to my book 
case just inside the door and searched 
f o r Go ldsmith , the Eng l i sh poet, p lay -
wr ight , nove l i s t and essayist . I found 
his vo lume of the "C i t i zen of the 
W o r l d " . Se lect ing the f irst topic to 
suit my fancy , " T h e Man in B lack " , I 
drew up my deep arm chair be f o re the 
open f ire and proceeded to read. A t 
once I was g r ipped with the soul s t i r -
r ing pathos and the g r i m humour of 
the black c lothed gent leman, who 
preached sel f ishness, cruel ty and hate 
to hide the real unbounded, gent le , un-
self ish love of a noble charac te r ; who 
preached and yet could not pract ice 
what he preached because he was 
ove r f l ow ing wi th a great , s e l f - sac r i f i c -
ing a l l - g i v i n g love f o r humanity . Go ld -
smith is also ranked with the greates t 
of the great . Fo r who, but the great , 
can picture so v iv id ly their thoughts 
as to gr ip and hold the interest of a 
tired, weary , wander ing mind?

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LINCOLN MEN W O R K W I T H T H E 
ARMSTRONG ASSOCIATION OF 

P H I L A D E L P H I A 
Monroe D. Dowling 

For Uie, pasl six years through an 
endowmenl lel'l, by some far-s ighted 
citizen of Phi ladelphia, tw-< students 
have been selected f rom the Senior 
Class of L inco ln University, by the 
faculty, upon the recommendat ion of 
the pro fessor of social sciences, to do 
lielil work with the Armst rong Asso -
ciation of Philadelphia, which is .affil-
iated with Lhe National Urban League. 
These students are required t o have 
some knowledge of the social sciences, 
part icularly Lhe elements of soc io logy. 

Be fore go ing further, however, into 
the several duties of these students, it, 
is well to know what, the Armst rong 
Associat ion of Philadelphia is, and for 
what if. stands. 

About twenty years ago some public-
spirited citizens of Philadelphia, 
benevolently inclined, conceiv ing lhe 
idea to improve the economic condi-
tions of the Negro in their commun-
ity, by acquaint ing employers with Lhe 
meri ts of Negro labor, founded the 
Armst rong Associat ion of Phi ladel-
phia. Th is association has more than 
surpassed lhe expeclat ions of the 
founders, mainly because ol the w ide-
spread popularity which it has ob-
tained. At the end of the last fiscal 
year, September first, over three hun-
dred placements have been made, 
menial and industrial, placing in the 
hands of the Negro , wage earnings ex-
ceeding f i f ty mi l l ion dol lars annually. 

Later, it was seen that in order to 
have a standard labor supply it was 
necessary to aid the assimi lat ion of 
colored people in Lhe communi ty ; 
there fore a ne ighborhood secretary 
was organized. Knowing too, the ad-
visabi l i ty of obtaining more and bet-
ter opportunit ies fo r the Negro in in-
dustry, a department of industrial 
work was organized; lhe object of this 
department is to impress upon em-
ployers Lhe avai labi l i ty of Negro labor 
and its suitabil ity f o r industrial work ; 
Lincoln students are o f ten employed 
in this department. 

In v iew of the fact thai lhe o rgan-
ization acts as ii c lear ing house f o r 
social work among colored people, a 
department of research was innovated 
in conjunct ion with Lhe department of 
industrial work. Th is department, is 
fortunate in occupying a very author-
itative --"sition in connection with all 
in format ion deal ing with the Phi ladel-
phia Neg ro ; so authori tat ive has it be-
come, thai not only profess ional social 
workers use it, but also business o r -
ganizat ions, churches, departments in 
the City, Slate, and National gove rn -
ments, students in schools and uni-
versit ies as widely separated as Mass-
achusetts, Cal i fornia, Wiscons in and 
Georg ia . H is in ibis department thai 
the students f rom Lincoln University 
are employed and trained. 

Every year vital questions as to the 
act iv i ly of the colored people in the 
community arise, which can only be 
answered by a study of conditions and 
faci l i t ies al hand f o r so lv ing such con-
ditions. Th i s year the question which 
faced us, was, wl ial provisions are 
made fo r the leisure t ime activity of 
the underpr iv i leged Negro? In order 
to answer, authoritat ively, such a 
quesl ion, il was necessary to make a 
thorough study of all the recreational 
faci l i t ies of Phi ladelphia. Th is appar-

ently stupendous task was given to 
Mr. Charles <i. Lee, one of the out-
standing members of Lincoln 's g rad-
uating body and Lhe writer , w'bu were 
Lo be directed and assisted by lhe in-
dustrial research secretary. 

The first, thing we did was to deter-
mine Lhe nature of recreational fac i l i -
ties; listed those llial, were character-
istic and proceeded to make contact 
with them; by contact I mean visits, 
interviews and observat ions. Mr. Lei-
t.ook the playgrounds and I the sett le-
ment houses; the community center,s. 
we divided. It required aboul, ll iree 
months to complete these contacts, 
mak ing at least four a day. Then we 
made a study of Lhe various recrea-
tional f aci l i l ies provided by the mu-
nicipality, such as parks, playgrounds, 
sw imming pools, organized recreation 
in lhe schools, elc., which was aboul 
the most difficult part of Hie work, as 
many off icials were encountered who 
had to be convinced of the advisabil i ty 
of such a study. Finallv, a study was 
made of the commercia l recreational 
fac i l i t ies ; by commercia l recreat ional 
faci l i t ies is meant, dance halls, pool 
rooms, cabarets, restaurants, billiard 
parlors, bowl ing alleys, gymnasiums, 
f raternal orders, etc. Such a survey, 
as you can easily perceive, is not a 
difficult task, although il is very com-
prehensive. 

Th is survey now places in lhe re -
search department of the Armst rong 
Associat ion of Phi ladelphia a com-
plete and detailed account of the re-
creational faci l i t ies of Lhe City of 
Phi ladelphia. 

W e have concluded this survey and 
naturally we have drawn certain con-
clusions. Unfortunate ly , however, I am 
unable at this l ime to divulge anv in-
format ion until lhe work has been 
passed upon by I hose in author i ty : 
but let me say that until t K e Negro 
learns how to spend his leisure t ime 
profitably and intel l igently, there is no 
hope of e levat ing his economic status.

T h e r e are those who would have the 
atheist banished f r o m our Christ ian 
inst i tut ion, f e a r i ng that his a rguments 
wi l l change other young men, and 
cause them to f o l l ow in the atheist ic 
path. T h e r e are also those who claim 
that the atheist doesn ' t deserve to en-
joy the pr iv i l ege of a t tending an inst i -
tution that was founded through the 
hard labor of Chr ist ian men. T h e 
quest ion that now arises is : must we 
keep him or must we let him g o ? If 
we banish him we are do ing in just ice 
to humanity , and if we keep him we 
are do ing in just ice to ( l ie youths who 
come into contact wi th him. 

T a k i n g the atheist info cons idera -
tion, he is part of us, w i th all of his 
skept ic ism, all of his pess imism, and 
all of his rad ica l ism, l ie is essent ia l ly 
a part o f our make -up ; w i thout him 
we would be minus of an essential e l e -
ment that makes up the inte l lectual 
compound. If we analyze care fu l l y 
the contents of the atheist ic a rgument 
do we not find that some of it is va l id? 

Some may say then, if his a rgument 
is va l id that we all should become 
atheists, pess imists , radicals . N o ! 
Val id i ty doesn ' t a lways assert t ruth; 
an a rgument mav be true yet inval id. 
T h e radical genera l l y puts fo r th the 
val id a rgument minus the truth, wh i l e 
the "B ib l e c h a m p i o n " places his truth 
in an inval id f o r m . T h e young man 
then f r o m Christ ian homes should 
seek to place his true a rgument in a 
val id f o r m . 

In our "Bu l l Sess ions , " the atheist 
genera l l y w ins with the ma j o r i t y on 
his side, and leaves our poor bearer 
of Christ ian pr inc ip les drowned in the 
ro l l ing waves of cr i t i c ism. Seeming ly , 
every one in the midst be longs to a 
universal order of athe ism, and our 
"B ib l e C h a m p i o n " in the Bull Session 
fee ls himsel f a fa i lure .

The larges t assemblage of l i v ing 

g e rms are bel ieved to be in the posses -
sion of a f amous Vienna bac ter io l -
og ist .
