T h e Lions were trai l ing b y a 8 — 0 score, bu t 
f o u r minu te s of playing t ime remain ing , and 
sudden ly reversesd fo rm to gain a 13—8 victory. 

T h e N o r t h Carol ina Sta te Eagles con ten ted 
themse lves to protect a 2 — 0 marg in , w h i c h t h e y 
had gained by blocking a Lincoln p u n t and 
scoring a t ouchback in t h e early m o m e n t s of 
play by p u n t i n g repeatedly . T h e Ta rhee l s did 
not a t t e m p t to crash the Lion line unt i l t he 
th i rd per iod, w h e n wi th successive line drives 
in terspersed wi th passes, t hey pushed in to pay 
te r r i tory . T h e score t h e n stood 8—0. 

W i t h the i r backs literally in the shadows of 
the goal posts, the Lions began one of those 
miraculous upsurges tha t seem to occur only in 
Ho l lywood . Litt le Bob Engs began to skirt t he 
Eagle ends fo r long gains, bu t t he Lions not iced 
t h a t t ime was a -was t ing and t h o u g h t t ha t t h e y 
could no t cover the necessary te r r i to ry by crash-
ing t h e line. 

M i n u t e J im Baker f aded deep to spot Bob 
Beverly ten ya rds f rom goal. A migh ty heave 
and the ball settled in the a rms of Beverly, w h o 
t rekked over t h e last stripe.

The raving Lions travelled to Baltimore to 

engage the mighty and supposedly superior 
Morgan Bears. Throughout three quarters the 
two teams fought bitterly. The consistently long 
punts by "Winks" MacDonald, the wonderful 
defensive work by Reggie Williams, Ralph 
Oves, Sal Brown, Lieutenant Harris, Russell 
Tracy, and Herb Norris was the only thing that 
kept the Lions in the game. 

In the midst of the fourth period, the Bears 
drove to the Orange and Blue seven-yard line. 
From this point, they decided to try a field goal 
from placement. Captain Wayman Holley faded 
to the eighteen-yard stripe, but the kick went 
wide of the goal posts, giving the ball to the 
Lions on their own twenty-yard marker. 

On the very first play, the diminutive Jim 
Baker trekked back to his own twelve-yard 
stripe; viewed his field calmly; and suddenly 
fired the ball with bullet-like speed into the 
waiting arms of Perry Honey. Honey gathered 
the ball over the head of Ike Chavies, Morgan 
halfback, and without breaking his stride 
streaked forty-four yards down the sideline 
without being touched.

In the begin-
ning, the game was all that it had promised to 
be, both as a social fiesta and an athletic con-
test. T h e powerful Lincoln machine with the 
trusty arm of Jim Baker and the "glue-tipped 
fingers" of Bob Beverly pushed into pay terri-
tory early in the second quarter; the score at 
the half being 7 -0 in favor of Lincoln. 

In the third quarter, Lincoln tallied again on 
a triple lateral with Bill Hun te r handling the 
ball last.

As the last half progressed, the crowd be-
came overjoyed and began to surge onto the 
gridiron. In many instances, the officials had 
to stop the game in an at tempt to clear the 
field. Whi le the spectators were gleefully en-
joying themselves, the Howard Bisons completed 
a iifteen-yard pass to the Lion one-yard line, 
from where V a n Buren crashed over. T h e 
attempt at conversion was good and the score 
stood 14—7. 

A s the game aged, Howard drove deep into 
Lincoln territory, but the game officials thought 
it unwise to continue the contest with the spec-
tators interfering at every hand.
